MSA VISITORS PAGE
M.S.A welcomes visitors to our facility in order to promote the shooting sports and well as to provide a safe environment for casual shooters to come down and do a bit of practice or to sight in their rifles before hunting season.
We provide a range with under roof benches running out to 370 m where pistols, shotguns and rifles can all be accommodated. The range is run under the control of the MSA range officers.

When are we open:

The range officers open the range on Saturday mornings from 09h00 and close the range to visitors at approximately 14h00 depending on how busy it is. Members only are allowed to use the ranges at other times.

Where are we:
We are located adjacent to the South African National Defense Force (SANDF) range (De Goede Hoop Skietbaan) located near Atlantis, about 50 km from Cape Town.

How To Get There


From Cape Town take the R27 (Marine Drive) north to the R307 (Atlantis turn off).
Turn right on R307 and proceed for approximately 2 kilometers. You will see a sign on the left side of the road indicating the shooting range. Turn right on the road to the shooting range and drive onto the military range. Drive past the military club house where the pavement now ends. Keep going straight for approximately 400 meters until you come to a gate and road on your left. This is the entrance to the WCSU property.

RANGE RULES

In Order that we can all enjoy our shooting we follow strict safety rules.

Please read the rules carefully and if in doubt ask the range officer on duty.

MSA Range Rules

General 

The commands of the range officer on duty must be obeyed without question. If you are in disagreement with commands or orders given by the duty Range Officer, you must obey them and take the issue up with the executive committee at a later time. The Range Officer's authority on the range is absolute.

Eye and ear protection must be worn at all times while shooting on the MSA controlled ranges.

All persons shooting on MSA controlled ranges must have signed in at the club house and received a name badge. Any person found shooting on the ranges without signing in will be considered a trespasser and will be asked to leave the range and will not be allowed back onto the ranges.

 No exceptions will be allowed to this rule

 
Members and visitors must report to the Military club house or if not open to the handgun range ,  sign in and pay the relevant range fees before proceeding to any of the other ranges to shoot. Upon payment of range fees shooters will be given a dated sticker which must be prominently displayed while shooting.

Consumption of alcoholic beverages or other intoxicating substances immediately prior to or during shooting will result in the shooter being required to immediately leave the range and the shooter will be dealt with at executive level.
        Range Safety Rules from Range Coordinator:
1. No person may bring a loaded firearm onto the range.
2. Firearms may only be unpacked and packed with the safety officer's permission.
3. No handling of firearms when the range is declared safe. No exceptions.
4. No person may proceed beyond the shooting bench, until the range is declared safe.
5. When the range is declared safe, shooters not going forward are to stand back from the bench.
6. Firearms shall not be left unattended for any reason.
7. Firearms must be unloaded and in the cleared condition on the shooting bench when not in use.
8. All firearms must be pointed towards the target area at all times.
9. No shooting of tin cans, plastic bottles, phone books or other non approved targets.
10. Spectators must be seated behind the shooters.

A full set of range rules are available at the club house and any visitor must read them before coming onto the range.
